Rae Billing, insurgent country chanteuse and previous lead singer and songwriter
of the lauded Toronto alt-country band, Crybaby, is set to release her third album
of original offerings, Blue Black Night... her first release in seven long years.

Rae’s voice and lyrics create a touchstone that is unique on the Canadian
landscape. Her voice has been described as “shiver-inducing,” “honest and pure,
assured and desperate at the same time.” And her lyrics and music have been
highly praised - “full of wide open spaces and bittersweet emotions,” and called
“late night, pan-Americana rootsy ballads... handled with gutsy femininity.”

With Blue Black Night, Rae re-established her connection with old friends, Cleave
Anderson on drums (Blue Rodeo, The Screwed), Steve Koch on guitar (Handsome
Ned, Ron Sexsmith), Derrick Brady on bass (Serena Ryder, Hawksley Workman) and
Matt Horner (Mary Margaret O’Hara) on B3 and Piano. Special Guest Appearance by
Garth Hudson playing Rhodes on “The Dream” and Maud Hudson singing backup
on “Personal Jesus.”

Together they offer up a stellar album in which the ‘alt’ nature of Rae’s music is
especially apparent on “No Closer,” (go to www.raebilling.com to hear “No
Closer”) which follows in the footsteps of Gram Parson’s “Sin City” to create a
riveting commentary on the times, and “Shatter,” which peals back the skin to

reveal a small agony.
